	Objectives:

	Description of the activity (step by step)

	













	1. Write three sentences about what religion is for them.
2. Watch a film with a rock-consert and in a group discuss what they can see that is linked to religion.
3. Have a class discussion about what is religion and not and why. The teacher makes notes on the board.
4. The group can discuss further what religion is and then write it on the board (task 1 in the module). 
5. The students are obliged to try to classify all the words they found in a mind-map in task one. Afterwards they are more prepared to discuss different ways in classifying religious concepts. (task 2 in the module). 
6. Read the text (source 1) and compare it to their own mind-map.
7. The teacher and the students can together try to make a definition of what religion is.





	Expected results:
	Broadminded reflections of religious expressions in daily life.
That it is difficult to make one definition that includes all aspects discussed in class.



	Methodology: 
	Dialogue and discussions between the teacher and the pupils in groups. Reflection on a film. Reading a text to compare.
